Instructions for Research/Google Presentation Project
You will produce a 10-minute presentation individually or in a group using Google Docs “Presentation.” If you have not chosen a project by Wednesday, Sept. 4, Mr. Eddlem will choose for you. If you are part of a group, you will be only graded on your portion of the presentation. The project counts the same as a 100-point test grade. You will eventually be called upon to present your research in class orally using the presentation graphics, and this will be graded as a separate classwork grade (equivalent to a homework assignment). 
Due Date: Presentations begin in class September 16 for all three classes (A,B,C)
Requirements: 
1. The project involves original research, which will count as 40 percent of the total grade. This research will include both internet research and use of local research facilities such as the Taunton Public Library or the Old Colony Historical Society's library.

The presentation must include hyperlinks to ORIGINAL SOURCE materials through the internet whenever possible. Secondary sources are not acceptable, except in very rare instances where the primary sources are not available. 

Requirement #2 presumes this, but I'll reiterate it here. Wikipedia is not – ever – a primary source to be cited. It is a wonderful background resource and may be used early in your research. But it should never be used as a citation or link for anything other than open source graphics (see below). I will take 10 points off any project that cites or quotes Wikipedia or any other wiki-style document as a source of information. 

You will not have a “Bibliography” or “Resources” slide. If you use local sources not available on the internet, you will describe how you got the information in the context of the slide. The same goes for any interviews you conduct personally. 

Even when you include an original source hyperlink, you will “credit in context.” This means identifying the information within the presentation so that a reader can locate the information without the hyperlink. It does not mean a full MLA citation (which looks clunky in a presentation); it just means identifying the information enough so that an intelligent reader/viewer can locate it without the link.

The number of slides is not important, but the information is. The assignment presumes a 10-minute presentation that is full of information. This can be done in as few as a dozen cleverly formatted slides or as many as 50 slides. 

All graphics you use will either be graphics you create personally, or “open source” graphics. Open source graphics are graphics that have no copyright, either because it is too old to be copyrighted (more than 100 years old, generally) or the author releases it for public use. Wikipedia is an “open source” clearinghouse, so feel free to pillage it for graphics (but you must credit any graphics you use with a link on the graphic itself. I will show you how to do this in class). You may use any pictures or graphics you personally create (credit yourself in context). General rule: If you don't know whether a graphic is copyrighted or not, it is copyrighted and you can't use it.
You must name your presentation with the last names of all the participants in the presentation. In other words, a group project by Barack Obama, John McCain and Taylor Swift should be named “ObamaMcCainSwift” but a single project by Vladimir Putin should be named “Putin.”

You must “invite” me as a viewing collaborator to your presentation. To do this, select the blue “Share” button on the upper right-hand corner of the document, and then “invite people.” Be sure the “to view” radio button is selected on the lower left-hand corner of the pop-up screen and type in my email address: teddlem@coylecassidy.com. Once you hit the “send” button on the bottom left, I should be able to see the presentation.
