Below are four possible essay questions.  Two essays will be chosen to appear on the test.  Essays must be detailed (3-5 P).  As you are given advance notice of the questions, expectations for the quality of your responses will be high. Hint- all the answers for the essay questions should have been answered in your responses to the other questions and answers on this study guide.
You will need to write a minimum of three paragraphs for your responses.

1. How did the rise of the automobile industry end the post-World War I recession and revolutionize daily life for millions of Americans? Explain Henry’s Fords model of production and its effect on the American Economy, culture and infrastructure.

2. Compare and contrast the effects that World War I had on Americans at in the United States before, during and after the war. What affects did the war have on African Americans within the U.S.? Describe the new weapons and war technology that changed the way WW I was fought.

3. Describe three causes of -- and three effects of -- the Great Depression. Be sure to explain the relationships between the causes and effects, and the different prescriptions for escaping the Depression by John Maynard Keynes and Frederick von Hayek.
4. In the 18th century the United States was formed from the colonies of an imperial power.  By the late 19th century, it found itself becoming an imperial power itself.  (1) Define the nature of imperialism.  Then discuss the importance to an empire (U.S.) of colonies for its economy.  Then explain why naval power is essential to maintaining an empire.  (2) Now review the events which created the American empire of the early 20th century and what territories did we gain and how was it gained.
