Essay topics (the final exam will contain 2 essays from the following list of options, one of which will require a full 5-paragraph essay with introduction and conclusion).

1. Explain the concept of natural law, how the Founding Fathers employed it in declaring independence from Britain and how they sought to enshrine it in the 1787 Constitution. Give at least four examples of how this was successfully done, and at least two examples of how the Founders failed (temporarily, at least) to follow natural law under the U.S. Constitution.

2. What is the difference between separation of powers and federalism? Outline how the Constitution requires both, citing articles and amendments to the document. How did the Founding Fathers seek to use both to prevent a monopoly of government power? Why did they do this? 

3. Define the concept of “nullification,” explaining when the term was first coined, and name four other examples when in American history it was employed. Assess whether or not the use of nullification was successful, in part or in whole, on a practical level in each of the four instances you have named. Lastly, assess two major constitutional arguments for and (two more) against nullification.

4. Name at least four pieces of legislation and/or constitutional amendments Congress passed in order to deal with racial issues related to post-Civil War reconstruction. How did the Constitution change during reconstruction to allow more Federal involvement in stopping racism? Explain at least four specific measures the “redemptionist” South used to defeat the reconstruction Congress by the end of the 19th century.  

5. Name at least four leaders of the abolitionist movement and outline their arguments against slavery. Describe the arguments of the slavery's defenders and outline the constitutional barriers to the end of slavery. Describe three measures radical abolitionists undertook to free slaves outside of the law, and assess their effectiveness. Lastly, explain how abolitionists finally won.
