The U.S. President who presided over the entire civil war was _____________________________ , who had a rival former Democratic congressman, _________________________ arrested on charges of “uttering disloyal sentiments.” The Supreme Court ruled in 1864 in the case of _______________________ that it had no power to issue a writ of habeas corpus to the military commission, but reversed that principle in the 1866 case of ________________________________.

The one secessionist movement Lincoln approved of during the Civil War was the secession of ___________________________ from _____________________. 

At the end of the war, General _________________________ offered free land, “40 acres and a mule,” to freed black slaves from land confiscated from confederate officials in what was called _____________________________. But the general's edict was rescinded by _____________________. While black people never got their 40 acres and a mule, they and most Americans already had the opportunity to get four times that amount of federal land for free (minus the mule) under Congress' ___________________________ . This act, passed in the year ________, gave the 160 acres to people west of the Mississippi on the conditions that they ______________________ __________________________________________________________________________________.

Perhaps the greatest change in the U.S. government between adoption of the Bill of Rights in the year ________ and today was enactment of the ______th amendment, which promised birthright citizenship to black people and equality under state law. That amendment had been drafted by New York Congressman __________________. The amendment was passed after Congress had already enacted a civil rights law in the year _________ that without the amendment would likely have been struck down for its unconstitutionality. Congress had passed that civil rights law in reaction to the enactment of discriminatory laws across early reconstruction governments – run mostly by old confederate sympathizers – which had enacted discriminatory laws called the _____________________.

Liberation of slaves brought a strong reaction from across the South, and the most violent of this reaction was the Tennessee-born ______________________. After hearing petitions from the Southern states about the brutal lynchings and murders from this guerrilla army, Congress passed the _________ Act in 1870 and the ________________ Act in 1871 (which labeled the group a “terrorist” organization). But Congress tired of fighting state legislatures and eventually the Southern racists won (for several generations, anyway), and this end of Reconstruction reassertion of white supremacy came to be known to Southerners as ________________________.

Black people were guaranteed the right to vote by the U.S. Constitution by the ___________________.

The Presidential election of 1872 wasn't very competitive because the Democratic Party was almost entirely discredited in the North and outmaneuvered by new black voters in the South. The real contest was the Republican Party primary, which pitted war hero and moderate ___________________  against radical Republican candidate __________________________. The Presidential election of 1876 pitted Republican __________________________ against Democrat ___________________________. ____________________ won in a close election marred by vote fraud charges and a special political deal to end reconstruction called the _______________________ ______________. 

Radical Republicans seeking to punish the South passed a law requiring that a majority of people in a secessionist state sign a loyalty oath called the __________________________. They also passed the _______________ which included a permanent ban on confederate officials from ever serving in office or as lawyers. President Lincoln vetoed both bills and neither became law. And on Christmas Day 1865, President Johnson issued a blanket amnesty to nearly all confederate soldiers and politicians that made congressional punishments thereafter impossible. 

Congress' running feud with President Johnson eventually led to an impeachment trial over Johnson's alleged violation of the ______________________ Act. Johnson had “suspended” Secretary of War __________________________ and the House voted to __________________ while the Senate ___________________________. 

Southern opposition to granting freed slaves equality under law no longer could claim any legal status after adoption of ___________________________. So the movement to deny black people took a different track than open racism, claiming instead they were seeking separation of races under the slogan of “separate but equal.” Laws requiring the separation of races were called ________________________, and the U.S. Supreme Court defended the rights of Chinese-Americans against discrimination in the 1886 case of  ____________ v. _________. But the U.S. Supreme Court finally fell for this ruse in the 1896 case of _____________ v. _______________. 

Cartoonist ________________________ rose to popularity during the reconstruction era, lampooning the corrupt New York Democratic Party official __________________ and creating the modern caricature of Santa Claus.
