The territory of ________________ applied for statehood as a slave-holding state in 1819, largely because it had been colonized by immigrants from _____________________. The movement northward of slave-holding states – the first in U.S. history, as slavery had been gradually been abolished in the North – caused lots of unrest with Northern citizens. But Congress struck a deal to ban the importation of slaves in U.S. territories north of __ degrees, ___ minutes latitude. The deal also involved the admission of _________ as a new free state in the North. 

President Jefferson considered himself a strict constructionist constitutionally, though the one way he veered from that strict construction was in negotiating with France for the purchase of ___________________ from the French leader ______________________ in the year 18__.

Jefferson kept the nation at peace throughout his presidency, though he had two serious threats to that peace.
